PROPOSED AFFORDABLE RESIDENTIAL DEVELOPMENT  
OF REMAINDER OF PORTION 95 OF UPPER END LANGEFONTEIN NO . 980 

 
BASIC ASSESSMENT IN TERMS OF THE NATIONAL ENVIRONMEN TAL MANAGEMENT ACT  

 
1. Context 

 
Indiflora cc – Environmental Services on behalf of Progressive Properties (the applicant) 
is conducting a Basic Assessment Process in respect of an application to the Department 
of Agriculture and Environmental Affairs (DAEA) for authorization to undertake certain 
scheduled activities (listed below) resulting from the proposed development of an 
affordable housing estate on portion 95 of Upper End Langefontein no. 980. 
  
The application for authorization requires the undertaking of the minimum of a Basic 
Assessment process and compilation of a Basic Assessment Report (BAR) prior to the 
approval of such a residential development in terms of Government Notices R385, R386, 
R387, dated 21 April 2006 and effective 3 July 2006, of the National Environmental 
management Act, Act 107 of 1998 (NEMA). 
 
Other legislation is pertinent to such a residential development as well as the need to 
inform planning from an ecological and socio-economic perspective. 
 
This document highlights relevant information for all interested and affected parties (I & 
AP’s) associated with the BAR and provide further information on technical issues 
related to the project.

3. Description of the Proposed Activity 

 
The developer Progressive Properties is proposing to develop an affordable housing 
estate 4.85 ha comprising of multi-level apartment blocks including studio units (50m2), 
suite units (63.5m2) and loft units (80m2). The apartment blocks will be concentrated in 
the upper and mid-sections of the property while the lower section will be allocated as 
open space. Other facilities in the development will include a crèche/day care centre, a 
Laundromat, a gym, swimming pools, children’s adventure playground and a coffee 
shop/ community lounge. 
 

4. Environmental Legislation Requirements 
 
In terms of GN R386, regulations promulgated under the National Environmental 
Management Act, Act 107 of 1998, (NEMA) the proposed development requires 
approval from the Department of Agriculture and Environmental Affairs for the 
undertaking of the following activities: 
 
Schedule 386 – Activities for which Basic Assessment is required  
(k) the bulk transportation of sewage and water, including 
storm water, in Pipelines with  
(i) an internal diameter of 0,36 
metres or more; or 
(ii) a peak throughput of 120 litres Per second or more; 

Definitely  

(m) any purpose in the one in ten year flood line of a river Definitely 
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or stream, or within 32 metres from the bank of a river or 
stream where the flood line is unknown, excluding 
purposes associated with existing residential use, but 
including - 
(i) canals; 
(ii) channels; 
(iii) bridges; 
(iv) dams; and 
(v) weirs 
(n) the off-stream storage of water, including dams and 
reservoirs, with a capacity of 50 000 cubic metres or 
more, unless such storage falls within the ambit of the 
activity listed in item 6 of Government Notice No. R. 387 
of 2006; 

Possibly as part of the attenuation structures 

(s) the treatment of effluent, wastewater or sewage with 
an annual throughput capacity of more than 2 000 cubic 
metres but less than 15 000 cubic metres;  

Not likely as the sewage treatment is by septic tank and 
soak away 

(v) advertisements as defined in classes 1(a), 1(b), 1(c), 
3(a ) 3(b), 3(1) of the South African Manual for Outdoor 
Advertising Control. 

Highly likely – for advertising and marketing boards 

4 The dredging, excavation, infilling, removal or moving 
of soil, sand or rock exceeding 5 cubic metres from a 
river, tidal lagoon, tidal river, lake, in-stream dam, 
floodplain or wetland. 

Definitely – if we do anything in the wetland including 
stormwater attenuation pond construction we need it  

15.The construction of a road that is wider than 4 metres 
or that has a reserve wider than 6 metres, excluding roads 
that fall within the ambit of another listed activity or 
which are access roads of less than 30 metres long.  

Definitely  

 
5. Aim of the Process 

 
The aim of the Environmental Impact Assessment process is to provide the competent 
authority, The Department of Agriculture and Environmental Affairs (DAEA), with 
enough information to make an informed decision regarding any proposed development. 
This is achieved by informing and involving all potentially interested and affected parties 
(I&AP’s), identifying potential impacts (both positive and negative) that the proposed 
development may have, and if necessary conducting specialist studies, and making 
recommendations based on the identified impacts and conclusions of the specialists. 
 

6. Programme of Activities 
 
The environmental process involves a series of activities which will be followed as listed 
below: 

·  Submission of a letter of intent to submit a Basic Assessment application for 
authorisation. 

·  Conduct necessary baseline studies. 
·  Preparation of a Background Information Document (BID) 
·  Communication with eThekweni Municipality regarding the proposed 

development 
·  Communication with other relevant departments and commenting authorities such 

as Ezemvelo KZN Wildlife (EKZNE), the Department of Water Affairs and 
Forestry (DWAF) and the Department of Agriculture etc. 
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·  Notification of and consultation with stakeholders and Interested and Affected 
Parties (I & APs) 

·  Compilation of a comments report 
·  Compilation of a Basic Assessment Report for circulation and approval 
·  Preparation of Environmental Management Plan 
·  Record of Decision by DAEA
